Kultlra 21. gadsimta ir ne tikai tradiciju un vertibu kopums, ta ir art
iedvesmas avots un radosu panémienu instruments, kas labvéligi
ietekmé kvalitativu darba un dzives apstaklu radiSanu un social-
ekonomisko attistibu, veicinot inovacijas ari citas jomas. Tomér
kultra ir ne tikai izaugsmes lidzeklis, bet ari attistibas mérkis, vér-
tiba pati par sevi, kas ir batisks priekSnoteikums Eiropas kultiiras
daudzveidibas saglabasanai.

LidzSinéjas Eiropas Savienibas fondu investicijas misdienigu kul-
tdras infrastruktdras objektu veidoSana un esoSo kultliras man-
tojuma objektu atjaunoSana ir izradijies batisks ieguldijums gan
Riga, gan regionalajos centros un teritorijas, kalpojot par nozimigu
atspériena punktu kultiiras nozares attistibai, ka ari ekonomiskajai
aktivitatei un tautsaimniecibai kopuma.

In the 215t century, culture is not only a combination of traditions
and values but it is also a source of inspiration and an instrument
of creative acts that has a positive impact on maintaining good
quality working and living conditions as well as on socio-economic
development by fostering innovations, also in other spheres. How-
ever, culture is not only a means of growth but also an objective
of development, a value in itself which is an essential condition of
preserving European cultural diversity.

ment, and furthermore - of economic activity and the national
economy in general.

Piesaistot papildu virssaistibu finanséjumu,
izdevies apstiprinat un istenot ievérojami lielaku skaitu projektu,
neka sakotnéji tika planots - pavisam 27 projektus.

Seviski priecajos, ka ar Eiropas struktdrfondu atbalstu ir izdevies
radit jaunas telpas kultlrai Latvijas regionos, padarot profesionalo
makslu pieejamaku plasai sabiedribai. Tapat man ir liels prieks par
daudzajiem atjaunotajiem dievnamiem, kas biezi vien ir ari vieté-
jas nozimes kultlras centrs.

| am satisfied that the European Union structural fund planning
period 2007-2013 has concluded, successfully implementing more
than 53 million EUR of European Regional Development Fund
co-financing. There has been significant support not only for ren-
ovating and improving state and municipality cultural heritage,
but also to renovate and improve those in private ownership. By
the use of additional financing, we were able to accept and realise
considerably more projects than initially expected - 27 projects
in total.

Developed cultural environment including material creations, as
well as immaterial values, have an impact directly and indirectly
on the economical regeneration of towns or of their specific parts
by stimulating the attraction of a qualified labour force, employ-
ment and territorial cohesion.
The cultural infrastructure and the cultural heritage that are fun-
damental to the cultural sphere services and that are also encour-
aging for the development of the national economy increase the
socio-economic potential of the regions of Latvia. The added value
of the cultural environment is created at nearly no natural resource
expense and by affecting the environment in a positive way.
The investment planned and made by EU’s structural funds in
order to improve the cultural infrastructure and to preserve the
culture heritage have already contributed to a positive economic
output - statistics testify that the inhabitants’ spending on recre-
ation and culture has grown to 7.9% of total consumption expens-
esin 2014 (compared to 6.2% in 2004).

The objective of measure 3.4.3 - improvement of the cultural
environment and restoration of cultural heritage sites including
preservation of the monuments situated in private properties
and maintaining significant public functions to maximise
their socio-economic and innovative use, therefore to develop
the economic activity of these territories and to provide
multifunctional infrastructure services of culture, education,
recreation, public events, entrepreneurship, business and other
spheres.

Within the framework of measure 3.4.3 an investment of totally im-
plemented, initially specified 36 048 761 EUR ERAF funding was
made to restore substantial cultural heritage objects, to support
privately owned cultural monuments, as well as to establish new
cultural infrastructure of the regions and the centres in the devel-
opment of Latvia ensuring the realisation of 27 projects in the
overall territory of Latvia. Having used the additionally available
funding the total investment implemented for the improvement of
the cultural environment reached 53123 223 EUR.

By carrying out these activities support was received for the cre-
ation of multicultural centres in Rezekne, Cesis, Liepaja, the resto-
ration of significant cultural heritage objects of the municipalities
of Ventspils, Kuldiga, Bauska, Daugavpils and Riga and of the fol-
lowing churches of all the largest denominations of Latvia -the
Riga Dome Cathedral, the Liepaja Holy Trinity Lutheran Cathedral,
the Riga St. Mary Magdalene’s Catholic Church, the Riga St. Alexan-
der Nevsky Orthodox Church, the Riga St. Gertrude Old Lutheran
Church, the Lutheran churches in Aluksne, Araisi, Tukums, Lielvar-
de, Katlakalns, Valmiera (St. Simon) and the Nikolay Monastery
Church, as well as for the preservation and maximisation of so-
cio-economic use of other private cultural monuments - the Baltic
Chocolate Museum, the wooden architecture centre “Kalnciems
Quarter”, the Birini and Blankenfelde Manors and Latvian Cham-
ber of Commerce and Industry building.

The objective of the project “East Latvian regional multifunctional
centre in Rezekne” - to maintain professional and amateur art cul-
ture and recreation services of high quality and accessibility in the
East Latvian region by the construction and maintenance of the
East Latvian regional multifunctional centre in Rezekne.

Within the framework of the project on the 19th of May 2013 the
East Latvian regional multifunctional centre (the Embassy of Lat-
gale “GORS”) was inaugurated. It is the first high quality acoustic
concert hall in Latvia after the renewal of independency of Latvia
that ensures modern infrastructure and equipment that meets con-
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temporary requirements. The activity of the centre procures to the L .'h"h-ivh
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region the accessibility of diverse cultural environment, as well as | TR it uﬂ
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fosters economic development and attractiveness.
The total area of the building is 11 166 m2, it has 6 floors and no
basement (excluding the orchestra stall and elevator). The main

part of the multifunctional centre is the great hall with 1000 spec-

tator seats available to be transformed into 1500 standing-rooms.

In the small hall there are 250 spectator seats.

The total costs of the project are 19 905 204.65 euros, that comprise
7504661.68 euros of ERDF funding, the relevant municipality budget
funding of 5134 319.11 euros and 806 743.49 euros of the state budget
allocation to the municipalities.

Preservation of Riga Dome Cathedral and
improvement of its socio-economic potential

The 2nd part of the preservation of Riga Dome
Cathedral and improvement of its socio-economic
potential. Consolidation of the tower of Riga Dome

Dome Church with its artistic values is a unique culturo-historical
value on a European and global scale that merges art styles in a
united architectural ensemble and guards historical, architectural,
art and culture values of various centuries. Riga Dome is one of the
biggest and oldest medieval sacral buildings in the Baltic states, it is
the Latvian Evangelic Lutheran Church Archbishops Cathedral and
also one of the symbols of Riga.

The objective of the project - to maintain the preservation, acces-
sibility to society and further socio-economic use of full value of
the Riga Dome Church and Monastery Complex.

Within the framework of the project, the preservation works of the
Riga Dome Church and Monastery ensemble took place - the Riga
Dome central nave and side aisle wooden constructions were re-
stored, the copper roofing iron cover was changed, the baptistery
and the sacristy of the Riga Dome capitol hall were renovated, the
facade and the clock gallery were renovated, the windows and the
stained glass panels were restored, as well as the tower wall and
wooden construction consolidated with construction of support con-
structions, the support of wooden constructions, engineering works,
restoration of the interior of the tower and side chapels.

The total costs of the project are 12 127 328.50 euros, that
comprise 8 345 236.45 euros of ERDF funding.

The objective of the project - to preserve and to develop Latvi-
an industrial heritage - the Latvian sweets’ production building
“Laima” designed in 1939 by S. Borbals, maintaining a cultural
offer out of the centre of Riga. To deliver this objective, an archi-
tectural monument of local importance was renovated, extending
the access for different society groups, as well as maintaining the
further activities of the already existing museum in the research
and promotion of history, based on a unique concept of museum
and production integrity.

Within the framework of the project, renovation of the facade of
the “Laima” production building, cornice and roof renovation were
carried out, the socle was repaired, premises and engineering net-
work were renovated, doors and windows were changed. The ex-
isting function of the building was preserved - on the ground floor
the museum premises were renewed and extended, the souvenir
shop and the cafeteria were reopened in their historical place - on
the ground floor, at the crossroad of Miera and Palidzibas streets.
The renovated cultural monument has become one of the archi-
tectural symbols of Miera Street, attracting the attention of tourists
in the architectural sphere, as well as, thanks to the added value
of the building, gastronomy and art tourists, pupils and students.

Liepaja Holy Trinity Church building is one of the most import-
ant privately owned culturo-historical heritage objects in Latvia.
Liepaja Holy Trinity Evangelic Lutheran Church with a fence is an
architectural monument of national importance, inside of which
are situated 30 art monuments of national importance; mean-
while, it is also a part of the industrial construction monument of
national importance “The historical centre of Liepaja”, a building
of social significance that maintains important public functions.
Within the framework of the project, the foundations of the Liepa-
ja Holy Trinity Lutheran Cathedral were consolidated, vaults were
strengthened, roof was renovated, the decorative railing of roof
and balustrade was restored, wooden boards and benches were
dismantled. Within the framework of the project, environmental
accessibility solutions for people with disabilities were put into
place, maintaining access to the altar for those people who use
wheelchairs, as well as information for people with sight, hearing
and functional disabilities was maintained.

As a result of the project, the primarily necessary financial means
for further preservation of the building have been maintained.

The wooden architecture centre “Kalnciems Quarter”

One of the most significant values of cultural heritage of Latvia
that is included in the list of UNESCO World Cultural Heritage,
alongside the medieval old town and the art nouveau heritage
are the wooden structures of Riga. Beside the wooden structures
of the centre of Riga, Moscow Suburb and Grizinkalns that are
already popularised by the wooden renovation centre “Wooden
Riga” (“Koka Riga”), the wooden structures of Pardaugava are just
as significant, and it is crucial to popularise them and to promote
the understanding of society of sustainable living.

Foundation of a wooden architecture centre was necessary to
popularise the wooden architecture of Pardaugava (an important
part of its identity) and to foster social understanding about tradi-
tional crafts, wood works and restoration that is directly linked to
the preservation of cultural heritage and also the preservation of
traditional crafts that are mentioned in the documents of cultural
policy.

Within the framework of the project, at 33 Kalnciem Street, Riga
the facade and the interior of a building dating back to 1895 were
renovated. Afterwards, the Wooden Architecture Centre “Kaln-
ciems Quarter” was founded in order to popularise the wooden
architecture of Pardaugava and Latvia in the form of practical
workshops, lectures, internships and excursions, informing and
educating society about the preservation of wooden buildings and
about their culturo-historical value, management and restoration.

The total costs of the project are 185 023.76 euros, that comprise

The objective of the project: to maintain conservation of the
Valmiera St. Simon’s Evangelic Lutheran Church tower, the in-
crease of cultural heritage value and preservation of its authentic-
ity, as well as more effective use of socio-economic potential and
promotion of its wider accessibility to society.

Valmiera St. Simon’s Church is one of the oldest churches of Lat-
via - built in 1283, it merges Gothic and Romanesque styles in its
architecture, it is the location of a unique organ created in 1886,
historically significant pulpit and organ gallery paintings, in the
tower of the church an exposition hall has been established allow-
ing a panoramic view over Valmiera.

Within the framework of the renovation project of the nationally
important architecture monument “Valmiera St. Simon’s Church”,
the roof and other copper elements were changed, the flooring
of the gallery was changed, the tower socle was repaired and the
tower window blocks were repainted.

As a result of the project, the culturo-historical value (authentici-
ty) of Valmiera St. Simon’s Church was preserved, the accessibility
to society of a nationally important architecture monument was
encouraged, as well as the object’s socio-economic use by the or-
ganisation of local, national and international scale events, there-
fore maintaining sustainable use of the culturo-historical object
in the future.

The total costs of the project are 57 984.04 euros, that comprise
